The Church rejoices in being able to share the ministry of mercy. Some
people think the word “ministry” is used too widely these days - that
everything we do, from the most exalted to the most trivial, is labeled a
ministry. But Pope Francis doesn't shy away from reminding us that
sharing mercy is a ministry, and that nothing done in God’s service is
trivial. When we think of ministry as service, the idea of offering mercy
becomes a holy task. How do we begin? Do you consider the things
you do for others as a ministry? Do you see what you do each day as
valuable and important?

Lent this year will begin on Ash Wednesday, February 10. In
preparation for Ash Wednesday, I ask that you bring your old palm to
the church this and next Sunday. They will be burned to make the
ashes. You can place your old palm in the basket at the baptismal font.
Thanks much.

The Baptismal Preparation Class for parents who wish to present a child
for baptism will take place on Tuesday, February 2nd at 7:30pm in the
rectory. Just areminder, there are no baptisms during Lent except in an
emergency.

Whataweek! This week we celebrate a feast, saints’ days, and a special
blessing. The feast is the Presentation of the Lord on Tuesday reminds
us that Joseph and Mary took the baby Jesus Jesus to the temple to
consecrate him to the Lord, and there, Simeon recognized the baby as
the promised Savior, took him in his arms, and raised his hymn of praise,
the NuncDimittis. Found in Luke 2:29-32, the first words are, “Now,
Master, you can let your servant go in peace, just as you promised.”

On Wednesday, we also celebrate the Feast of St. Blaise. Traditionally,
on the Feast of St. Blaise a special blessing of the throats is offered.
Should you wish to, on Wednesday the blessing will take place as the
final blessing at all of the Masses.

Have you heard of St. Ansgar? We also remember him on Wednesday.
He was a French monk who evangelized the Scandinavian countries.

On Friday, we celebrate the Feast of St. Agatha, a Sicilian woman and
an early martyr. She was imprisoned by Roman authorities and
tortured. She is considered the patron saint of breast cancer patients.
Saturday is the Memorial of St. Paul Miki and Companions. He was a
Jesuit priest and one of the twenty-six martyrs of Japan. St. Paul Miki
and Companions were crucified in Nagasaki in 1597.

religion-- have been struck by the words and actions of Pope
Francis.
