On Saturday, March 19th we celebrate the Solemnity of St. Joseph, 
Spouse of the Blessed Virgin Mary – The day is also the 3rd 
anniversary of the instillation of Pope Francis, as Pastor of the 
Universal Church – pray for him, please.
